RDPP-NA has funded 57 projects in Algeria, Chad, Egypt, Libya, Mauritania, 
Morocco, Niger and Tunisia for an overall budget of € 63,7 million euros. The projects 
are implemented by IOM, Save The Children Italy, UNICEF, CEFA, COOPI,  StARS and 
UNHCR.

Main supported activities (priorities indicated annually by DG HOME and approved 
by the Consortium): 

◆ Assisted Voluntary Return and Reintegration  to the countries of origin

◆ Awareness raising activities on the risks related to irregular migration and access to 
international protection. 

◆ Capacity building initiatives in support of national Governments, NGOs and civil society 
organizations with a specifi c focus on human rights standards, international protection 
and services for vulnerable migrants and refugees

◆ Child Protection for children on the move.

◆ Direct Assistance for migrants and refugees, including: distribution of food and non-food 
items, medical, legal and psychosocial assistance.

◆ Infrastructure Works  for rehabilitation and equipment of key facilities.

◆ Registration, Refugee Status Determination and Durable Solutions for asylum-
seekers and refugees.
