EMPACT is an EU Member States driven instrument to identify, prioritize and address threats
posed by organised and serious international crime.

It is all at once a mindset, an ad hoc management environment, and a structured
multidisciplinary co-operation platform of the relevant Member States, supported by all EU
institutions and agencies (Europol, EBCGA/Frontex, Eurojust, CEPOL, OLAF, EU-LISA, EFCA,
etc.), associating non-EU countries, international organizations and other (public and
private) partners.

The Council adopted in 2021 the conclusions 6481/21 on the permanent continuation of
EMPACT.

The key features of EMPACT are:

e Intelligence-led approach (identification, analysis and ‘management’
of crime areas),

o Integrated character (complementary contribution of different
administrations in a partnership spirit),

e Multi-disciplinary, integrated and integral approach (addressing all
levels by using and combining all possible measures and actions:
preventive, repressive, proactive, reactive, tactical, operational,
strategic, etc.)
