4R Network

In November 2022, the Counter Extremism Project launched the Radicalization, Rehabilitation, Reintegration, and Recidivism
Network (4R Network) to facilitate a whole-of-society approach to extremist offender reintegration and recidivism reduction.
The 4R Network seeks to create a sustainable community of practice composed of stakeholders directly or indirectly
involved in the extremist offender reintegration and recidivism reduction arena. The 4R Network will deliver a series

of member-exclusive sessions, including: 16 General knowledge sessions aimed at advancing the creation of new,
transdisciplinary insights regarding the rehabilitation and reintegration of violent extremist offenders, and 10 Specialised
knowledge sessions (online) aimed at enhancing knowledge on how to deal with the psychological or physical effects of
