Twin Track is a short, engaging drama exploring the 
complexities of the grooming process and the vulnerabilities 

that can swing the process towards radicalisation and allow 
perpetrators to target their victims. As well as considering 
constructive responses to outside pressures that may isolate 
them, students learn to recognise the subtle changes that 

might present when a young person is targeted, and discuss 
what actions should be taken.  

 

Using a short drama and lesson plan, Twin Track engages 
young people in a discussion around grooming: identifying 
grooming approaches and language; and recognising the 
similarities between grooming for radicalisation and 

grooming for gang and drug culture. This approach also 
ensures that young people from Islamic communities do not 
feel targeted by such a workshop because the focus is two 
girls who are both victims of grooming.
